The Essex County Junior Assessment Trials will be held on Saturday 18 and Sunday 19 September 2010 at the BATTS Club, Norman Booth Centre, Elderfield, Mulberry Green, Old Harlow, CM17 0EY commencing at 9.00am each day. The purpose of the event is to provide information upon which the Essex Junior Ranking Lists for the season will be based. These Trials will also enable the County Junior Committee to select the teams to represent the County in County Championship and other matches during the coming season and assess the future potential of other players with a view to invites to County Training sessions. Thus players wishing to be considered for selection should attend these trials. If you have Players who wish to be considered but are unable to play on the appropriate age day please append their name(s) at the bottom of your form list with a brief explanation.

Boys and Girls Under 18 categories will be played on Saturday 18th and all other categories on Sunday 19th. However there is the high possibility that the Under 18 Girls event may have to be played on Sunday 19th if the number of Boys entries is similar to those of the last two seasons. Please, therefore, when nominating Girls for this age group indicate whether they can play on both days or only one and if only one state which one.
Players (girls and boys in separate age lists) should be nominated for the following age categories:

UNDER 18 – those born on or after 1 January 1993
UNDER 15 – those born on or after 1 January 1996
UNDER 13 – those born on or after 1 January 1998
UNDER 11 – those born on or after 1 January 2000
Players may be nominated in more than one age category. Fees payable are £5.00 per player per age category entered. Please send your nominations to me no later than 30 July 2010 together with a cheque(s) in respect of the total fee nominations made out to ECTTA.

Please inform your nominees that normal table tennis clothing must be worn at the Trials, ie no white shirts or shorts, no tracksuit trousers, no headwear (other than on religious grounds), and all footwear to have rubber soles. Please inform your nominees that as this is a Closed event the time out provisions DO NOT APPLY.
Refreshments, both hot and cold, may be purchased in the BATTS Canteen.

For each nominee please provide me their Christian and surname, address and postcode, date of birth, telephone number and affiliated main league or ETTA affiliation in the format of the attached form. In this computer age, regrettably I’m not an expert, parents E-mail address in the E-mail column would also be helpful should I need to contact them during the season or forward to them an Entry Form for the Essex Closed or any of the BATTS 1 Star Junior Tournaments.
